AUSTRALIA TO PROSECUTE OVER
BARRIER REEF SHIP CRASH

Those responsible for a Chinese ship running aground on the Great Barrier Reef and
leaking oil will be prosecuted, Australian authorities say.

Transport Minister Anthony Albanese said the vessel was clearly on an unlawful route and compensation
would be sought for the spill. "We'll be throwing the book at those responsible,” Mr Albanese said.

In a separate case, three men have been charged with steering their cargo ship through a restricted area
of the Reef.

The men, from Vietnam and South Korea, will appear in an Australian court on Monday, accused of taking
their coal carrier on an unauthorised route through one of the world's most valuable marine wildlife
reserves. lItis alleged that their vessel, the MV Mimosa, was not registered with the Reef Vessel Tracking
System and failed to respond to attempts by the authorities to establish contact. If found guilty, the men
could face a maximum fine of more than A$200,000 ($205,000, £121,000).

Oil fear

The Chinese vessel, the Shen Nang 1, rammed into a sandbank some 70km (43 miles) off the east coast
of Great Keppel Island on 4 April after straying off its permitted route. "It is quite clear that this vessel
went on a course that was unlawful,” Mr Albanese told reporters after flying over the stranded ship.

"The Australian government will ensure that the full force of the law is brought to bear on those
responsible," he said. "And we will also ensure... compensation is paid with regard to the cost of cleaning
up."

Salvage crews have been pumping fuel oil from the vessel, which was carrying carrying 950 tonnes of oil
and about 65,000 tonnes of coal. Inflatable booms are in place around it to contain any oil that may spill.

In the wake of these incidents, it has emerged that bulk carriers regularly take short cuts through the world
heritage-listed marine park - reef "rat-runs" that cut down on voyage times and therefore save money.
The Australian government has vowed to tighten up its maritime laws in response

RESCUED BOATER JOINS TO SAVE USCG UNIT

A Lake Michigan boater rescued by a Waukegan-based Coast Guard helicopter in 2008 joined U.S. Rep.
Mark Kirk, (R-Highland Park), in making a public call to retain the Coast Guard helicopter unit at Waukegan
Regional Airport.

Jim Emma, one of seven survivors of the Fin Seeker, a charter fishing boat that sank more than three
miles east of Waukegan, joined Kirk in Chicago on Tuesday to emphasize the importance of the
Waukegan Coast Guard unit.

Under a Coast Guard budget proposal, two crews operating during the summer at the Waukegan Coast
Guard Air Facility, and crews based in Muskegon, Mich., would relocate to the station in Traverse City,
Mich. Kirk said that move would increase the response time to an emergency near Chicago from the
current 17 minutes to one hour and 12 minutes. "The third-largest city in the United States should not
have to wait over an hour for a search-and-rescue helicopter. The Coast Guard should reconsider its
plan, and keep the Waukegan facility open," Kirk said.

Kirk said Emma's appearance emphasized the importance of the local guard unit. On May 30, 2008,
Emma was one of seven people on board the Fin Seeker when it went down. All seven were safely
rescued from the frigid water by a Coast Guard helicopter based at Waukegan Regional Airport. "If not for
the Coast Guard helicopter and boat, there would have been seven people lost in the lake today," Beach
Park Fire Chief Paul Tierney said at the time.

When he was 16, Kirk himself nearly drowned in Lake Michigan when his sailboat tipped over near
Wilmette. He said he owes his life to the rapid response of the Coast Guard.

DEATH OF CORAL REEFS
COULD DEVASTATE NATIONS

WEST PALM BEACH, Fla. — Coral reefs are dying, and scientists and governments around the world are
contemplating what will happen if they disappear altogether. The idea positively scares them.

Coral reefs are part of the foundation of the ocean food chain. Nearly half the fish the world eats make
their homes around them. Hundreds of millions of people worldwide — by some estimates, 1 billion across
Asia alone — depend on them for their food and their livelihoods.

If the reefs vanished, experts say, hunger, poverty and
political instability could ensue. "Whole nations will be
threatened in terms of their existence," said Carl Gustaf
Lundin of the International Union for the Conservation of
Nature. Numerous studies predict coral reefs are headed for
extinction worldwide, largely because of global warming,
pollution and coastal development, but also because of
damage from bottom-dragging fishing boats and the
international trade in jewelry and souvenirs made of coral.

At least 19 percent of the world's coral reefs are already gone,
including some 50 percent of those in the Caribbean. An
additional 15 percent could be dead within 20 years,
according to the National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration. Old Dominion University professor Kent Carpenter, director of a worldwide census of
marine species, warned that if global warming continues unchecked, all corals could be extinct within 100
years.

"You could argue that a complete collapse of the marine ecosystem would be one of the consequences of
losing corals," Carpenter said. "You're going to have a tremendous cascade effect for all life in the
oceans." Exotic and colorful, coral reefs aren't lifeless rocks; they are made up of living creatures that
excrete a hard calcium carbonate exoskeleton. Once the animals die, the rocky structures erode,
depriving fish of vital spawning and feeding grounds. Experts say cutting back on carbon emissions to
arrest rising sea temperatures and acidification of the water, declaring some reefs off limits to fishing and
diving, and controlling coastal development and pollution could help reverse, or at least stall, the tide.

Florida, for instance, has the largest unbroken "no-take" zone in the continental U.S. — about 140 square
miles off limits to fishing in and around Dry Tortugas National Park, a cluster of islands and reefs teeming
with marine life about 70 miles off Key West. Many fishermen oppose such restrictions. And other
environmental measures have run into resistance at the state, local, national and international level. On
Sunday, during a gathering of the Convention on the International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild
Fauna and Flora, restrictions proposed by the U.S. and Sweden on the trade of some coral species were
rejected.

If reefs were to disappear, commonly consumed species of grouper and snapper could become just
memories. Oysters, clams and other creatures that are vital to many people's diets would also suffer. And
experts say commercial fisheries would fail miserably at meeting demand for seafood. "Fish will become a
luxury good," said Cassandra deYoung of the U.N. Food and Agriculture Organization. "You already have
a billion people who are facing hunger, and this is just going to aggravate the situation," she added. "We
will not be able to maintain food security around the world."

The economic damage could be enormous. Ocean fisheries provide direct employment to at least 38
million people worldwide, with an additional 162 million people indirectly involved in the industry, according
to the U.N. Coral reefs draw scuba divers, snorkelers and other tourists to seaside resorts in Florida,
Hawaii, Southeast Asia and the Caribbean and help maintain some of the world's finest sandy beaches by
absorbing energy from waves. Without the reefs, hotels, restaurants and other businesses that cater to
tourists could suffer financially. Y see Next Page
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Many Caribbean countries get nearly half their gross national product from visitors seeking tropical
underwater experiences.

People all over the world could pay the price if reefs were to disappear, since some types of coral and
marine species that rely on reefs are being used by the pharmaceutical industry to develop possible cures
for cancer, arthritis and viruses.

"A world without coral reefs is unimaginable,” said Jane Lubchenco, a marine biologist who heads NOAA.
"Reefs are precious sources of food, medicine and livelihoods for hundreds of thousands around the
world. They are also special places of renewal and recreation for thousands more. Their exotic beauty
and diverse bounty are global treasures."

The fresh, ultra-filtered spring water here is maintained at a heavenly
temperature of 30-33° C (86-91° F), eliminating the need for a
wetsuit and the unwieldy feeling of wearing one. Divers are provided
with Aqualung brand equipment (though you may bring your own
mask and regulator if desired). The transition to the water is
seamless and relaxed without waves, visibility perfect. There may be
no wildlife to see, but for divers, such natural immersion is as close
to being a fish as one can get.

Experienced scuba divers must present their certification cards upon
entry and are then free to dive to the depth allowed by their training
level. The price per day to dive starts at 22 Euro, with small fees for
renting a dive computer or if you have forgotten your card.

If you are new to diving and wish to learn in a safe, comfortable
environment, Nemo 33 presents the ideal opportunity. Beginning,
advanced, and instructor-level courses are taught in multiple
languages and students earn certification through the internationally-
recognized PADI diving organization. Emergency first response
courses are also available.

Once in the water, divers can explore the multiple levels and cavernous rooms built into the pool. Floating
calmly in their artificial sea, they drift like astronauts through space. Without the distraction of sharks or
shipwrecks, diving in this pool is reflective, meditative, simply the peace of being submerged.

The facility has been creatively converted to appeal not only to divers but to clientele who wish to stay dry
as well. The foyer features a trendy bar and restaurant outfitted in scuba décor, which is often packed
midday, so a reservation is recommended. Projected on one wall are continuously-running films of
marine life — polar bears, penguins, exotic deep-sea creatures. Look through the many windows cut into
the wall behind the bar to catch glimpses of the scuba divers as they swim by. They blow bubbles and kick
their fins mere inches from diners enjoying lunch.

Beyond just leisure, Nemo 33’s unique pool environment has been employed for underwater filming,
medical research, prototype testing, fithess classes, and naval exercises. Their facilities may be reserved
for corporate events, training programs, or unique celebrations, and even if you don’t dive, the Nemo 33
restaurant is a fun place to come for a one-of-a-kind meal experience. Good conversation for a first date.

Especially in the wintertime, or if you are in Brussels for business, Nemo 33 offers both mental and
physical tranquility. This is a true indulgence, better than all the Belgian chocolate in the world.

UK SETS UP CHAGOS MARINE RESERVE

The UK government has created the world's largest marine reserve around the Chagos Islands. The
reserve would cover a 545,000-sg-km area around the Indian Ocean archipelago, regarded as one of the
world's richest marine ecosystems. This will include an area where commercial fishing will be banned.

But islanders, who were evicted to make way for the US air base on the island of Diego Garcia, say a
reserve would effectively ban them from returning.

UK Foreign Secretary David Miliband said
establishing the reserve would "double the
global coverage of the world's oceans under
protection”. “It will protect a treasure trove of
tropical, marine wildlife for posterity ” William
Marsden Chagos Conservation Trust. He
commented: "Its creation is a major step
forward for protecting the oceans, not just
around BIOT [British Indian Ocean Territory]
itself, but also throughout the world. "This
measure is a further demonstration of how the
UK takes its international environmental
sl responsibilities seriously."

Conservationists say the combination of tropical islands, unspoiled coral reefs and adjacent oceanic abyss
makes the area a biodiversity hotspot of global importance. The archipelago, which has been compared
to the Galapagos Islands and to Australia's Great Barrier Reef, hosts the world's biggest living coral
structure - the Great Chagos Bank. This is home to more than 220 coral species - almost half the recorded
species of the entire Indian Ocean, and more than 1,000 species of reef fish.

William Marsden, chairman of the Chagos Conservation Trust, commented: "Today's decision by the
British government is inspirational. It will protect a treasure trove of tropical, marine wildlife for posterity
and create a safe haven for breeding fish stocks for the benefit of people in the region."

Mauritius has asserted a claim to sovereignty over the islands; and the UK has agreed to cede the territory
when it is no longer required for defence purposes. But in a letter to the Sunday Times newspaper earlier
this year, Mauritius' High Commissioner Abhimanu Kundasamy said: "There can be no legitimacy to the
[marine protected area] project without the issue of sovereignty and resettlement being addressed to the
satisfaction of the government of Mauritius."

The former residents of the islands, who were evicted from the British overseas territory between 1967
and 1971 to make way for the US Air Force base on the largest island, Diego Garcia, have fought a long-
running battle in the UK courts for the right to return.

Of the islands, only Diego Garcia, which has played a key role in the US-led operations in Iraq and
Afghanistan, is currently inhabited.

Some Chagossians claim the marine protected area (MPA) would "severely jeopardise” any resettlement,
because it would prevent them from fishing - their main livelihood. The islanders' legal saga is not over;
Chagossians are now pursuing their cause through European courts.

In a statement on its website, The UK Chagos Support Association said the Foreign Secretary's
announcement left several key questions unanswered and called on Mr Miliband to involve Chagossians
in the marine protection project.

The association said the announcement did not make clear whether zones could be established within the
MPA in which "limited, sustainable fishing could take place". The statement also criticised the timing of
the decision: "It is... bitterly disappointing that the government has felt it appropriate to make its
announcement now, whilst parliament is [in] recess."
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In his statement, Mr Miliband pointed out that the decision had been taken following a consultation (in
which 90% of those who responded supported greater marine protection). He also said the Foreign Office
intended "to continue to work closely with all interested stakeholders".

He added that the decision over the protection zone "is, of course, without prejudice to the outcome of the
current, pending proceedings before the European Court of Human Rights".

Some Chagossian representatives back the reserve. Allen Vincatassin, from the UK-based Diego Garcian
Society, told BBC News: "I am personally delighted that the Foreign Secretary has made the brave
decision to protect the (BIOT)." :

He called the exile of
the Chagossians "a great injustice", but
added: "We don't want another state to

Conservationists said the 545,000-sg-km (210,000-sg-mile) protection zone - an area twice the size of the
UK - would prohibit activities such as industrial fishing and deep-sea mining.

Alistair Gammell, from the Pew Environment Group, said he was "thrilled" with the decision, adding that
the oceans "desperately need better protection”. He commented: "In 2010, the International Year of
Biodiversity, the UK has secured a conservation legacy which is unrivalled in scale and significance,
demonstrating to the world that it is a leader in conserving the world's marine resources for the benefit of
future generations."

The Foreign Office said it had been advised that the BIOT was crucial for repopulating coral systems
along the East Coast of Africa and hence to the recovery in the marine food supply in sub-Saharan Africa.
The conditions of the MPA are expected to be enforced by the territory's patrol vessel.

EX-U.S.S. KITTIWAKE TO SINK OFF SEVEN MILE
BEACH THIS SUMMER

Grand Cayman, Cayman Islands (March 9, 2010) — The Cayman Islands is now the proud owner of the ex-
U.S.S. Kittiwake, soon to be Grand Cayman’s newest dive attraction. The Kittiwake left the James River
Reserve Fleet in St. Eustis, Virginia on February 18, 2010 and will be towed to Grand Cayman after being
cleaned. The 251-foot military vessel will be sunk on the north end of Grand Cayman’s world famous
Seven Mile Beach, providing underwater enthusiasts of all skill levels with a new year-round diving
destination that is both easy to access and a thrill to explore.

The Ministry and Department of Tourism in partnership with the Cayman Islands Tourism Association
(CITA) embarked on the project some seven years ago and are all eager to witness the sinking of the
Kittiwake slated for July/August of this year. “Dive has always been a cornerstone of the tourism industry
here in Cayman, so when CITA came to us many years ago with the idea for a new dive attraction to
stimulate tourism, we were happy to support the project financially,” said the Premier of the Cayman
Islands, Hon. McKeeva Bush, also Minister for Finance, Tourism & Development. “As we took over this
time we were determined to see this worthy project through to completion. This is a perfect example of the
Cayman Islands Government and private sector working together for the mutual benefit of tourism.”

CITA agrees. "Without the initial conceptual and financial support of the Ministry of Tourism the Kittiwake
would never have happened,” said Nancy Easterbrook, Kittiwake Project Manager. “The Ministry realized
the importance of this initiative when it was first proposed in 2002 and assisted us in kick starting its
development. CITA came on board and matched those funds and both parties have committed to keeping
the project moving forward the past seven years.”

The 5-deck, 2200-ton Kittiwake was originally commissioned as a Chanticleer-class submarine rescue
ship in the United States Navy during World War II. It will join the MV Captain Keith Tibbetts, a Russian
Frigate sunk off the coast of Cayman Brac in 1996.

The Kittiwake will be an interesting attraction, with lots of rooms such as the recompression chamber, air
bank storage, engine room and dive locker for divers and snorkelers to explore. Being sunk in only 65 feet
of water, the top of the bridge and smoke stack will be 20 feet from the surface -- perfect for snorkelers,”
commented Easterbrook.

Prior to sinking, the Kittiwake will be thoroughly prepared for guests. All hazardous materials and
chemicals will be removed to ensure that they won’t leach into Cayman waters. Multiple vertical and
horizontal cutouts will open up the ship to allow natural light to flood the body and enable divers to explore
the entire ship. Once sunk, the ship will be marked with corresponding slates for boat operators and
divers/snorkelers to be able to easily identify where they are on the ship.

WHALE SHARK RELEASED

A whale shark has been returned to the Arabian Gulf from captivity in Dubai. The young, 4m-long female

was set free from The Palm island’s Atlantis resort. The whale shark was taken from the sea off Dubai in
2008. Since then, there had been calls for its release.

But according to the Middle East news service Al Bawaba, the Atlantis Fish Husbandry Team had worked
“to save the animal in compliance with all CITES regulations” after it was spotted “off the coast in distress”.
The team had then used Atlantis’s rehabilitation facilities to prepare the shark “for return to the ocean”.
The release has been made at a time when “seasonal elements affecting water temperature, salinity and
migratory patterns" are at their best "for enhancing her survival”.

The whale shark has been tagged so that it can be tracked as part of a collaborative research project run
by Atlantis and Florida’s Mote Marine Laboratory.
