To continue on last month’s missive, it saddens me to report that Jack Glatt, one of our founding members 
has passed away.  He was one of the original ―owners‖ and helped create the community we have today.  
My thoughts and prayers go out to his family. 

We have established a community, and our community also performs public service.  We participate in 
Toys for Tots and Wings.  We also volunteer at the Food Depository and Channel 11. 

At Our World Underwater I attended a Disabled Diver Symposium sponsored by Diveheart.  I heard 
several presenters discuss the difficulties that the disabled face, and the positive effect that diving has 

brought them. Several disabled divers spoke about their 
experiences, and what it has meant to participate and be able to 
experience the world that we love so much.

When the disabled dive, during training and pleasure dives they 
usually dive with 2 buddies, in a team of 3.  Diveheart is always 
looking for a few good volunteers, instructors, and dive buddies.  
Pool and shore help are always in short supply.  I am planning on 
taking the H.S.A instructor training course. There is also a buddy 
training course for OW, AOW and Rescue Divers.  This is a way that 
we can extend our public service activities to include SCUBA diving.  
Will the Tritons join me in enlarging our community and helping 
other divers dive?

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JACK GLATT  

1921 TO 2010 
 

I am so very sorry to report the passing of one of the founders of the Triton SCUBA 
Club, Jack Glatt.  Born Nov. 4, 1921, in Chicago, he passed away peacefully March 4, 
2010, at Good Shepherd Hospital in Barrington.  
 

Jack attended St. Mel's High School in Chicago, followed by IIT.  He was a captain 
"Bombardier Instructor" for the Army Air Corps during World War II.  He owned Keolyn 
Plastics in Chicago and was a member of Pioneers of Plastics, the Society of Plastics 
Engineers, and the Society of the Plastics Industry.  One of the Founders of the The Tritons, one of the 
Midwest's largest scuba diving clubs, he was the author of the book "Underwater Navigation."  He became 
a certified wind surfing instructor in his 50s.  He was the loving husband of Olivia H. (nee Holmes); the 
beloved father of Barbara Glatt of Barrington; and the cherished grandfather of twin grandsons, Nicolas 
and Christopher (Elizabeth) Glatt.  In lieu of flowers, memorials may be made to Barrington Area Council 
on Aging Social Services, 6000 Garlands Lane, Barrington, IL 60010-6025.  
 

A bit of history:  in the fall of 1957 approximately a dozen people, primarily from Park Ridge, registered at 
the Park Ridge YMCA for the first skin and SCUBA diving course presented by the ―Y‖.  The course was 
given by the well established diving club at the La Grange Y, known as the Atlantis Divers.  Following 
completion of the course, several met at the Park Ridge YMCA and the Triton Divers Club of Park Ridge 
was formally organized.  The Triton Founding Fathers were:  Edward Glatt, Jack Glatt, Wally Grahn, 
Marshall Howard, Sam Miller and V. J. Seng 

 

The Triton Divers went directly and enthusiastically into the work of promoting the 
sport of skin and SCUBA diving and for the second Y course in the spring of 1958 
acted as assistant instructors to the Atlantis Divers.  From September 1958 
through June of 1961 the Tritons conducted all of the skin and SCUBA courses 
given at the Park Ridge YMCA.  During this three year period they taught just 
over 300 students and did their check-outs in Lake Geneva.  
 

During the years at the Y the Tritons grew from a nucleus of 6 or 8 charter 
members to a membership of 50 which was then the maximum.  In 1965 the first 
15 Triton Instructors were certified; the YMCA was the only other instructor 
training certifying agency at this time.  Later PADI, NAUI, NASDS, SSI came 
along and in 1969 the Tritons decided to join PADI and use their instructional 
programs.   

 

Beginning in September 1962 the Tritons began their association with Maine Township and Niles 
Township West Adult Evening Schools.  We continued teaching with the adult evening program for over 
forty years.  Our teaching efforts now continue through District 214 Community Education at Wheeling 
High School. 
 

Jack was a man of many talents – a successful business man, Scuba Instructor (predating PADI), Wind 
Surfer Instructor, author of a book on Underwater Navigation, inventor and so much more than can be 
listed here. 
 

Jack is survived by his wife, Olive.  Jack and Olive were married in 1942; that makes 68 years together.  
And now Olive has lost her compass.  You may send her a note or card to:

DO THE DRUGS YOU TAKE INCREASE BENDS RISK? 
As we hope you know by now, dehydration can be a factor in getting a bends hit. That’s why one should 
drink plenty of water when diving. And why drinking alcohol in excess then diving on a hangover is an 
unwise practice. It’s also why any diver who takes a diuretic needs to be sure he’s drinking enough fluid to 
counteract the possible dehydration. 
 

Diuretics, either alone (e.g., Lasix, Hydrodiuril) or in combination with another agent, are most commonly, 
and often among the first, drugs prescribed for the control of high blood pressure. Occasionally, they are 
prescribed to control vertigo. 
 

Diuretics of all types tend to reduce plasma volume and increase blood viscosity, and the potential 
implication of this for DCS is obvious. Keep in mind, dehydration as a result of diuretics doesn’t occur 
overnight; it can take a period of some weeks. 
 

Interestingly, in a study of medications divers receiving hyperbaric facility care had taken (―Drugs Downed 
Divers Did,‖ presented at the Undersea and Hyperbaric Medical Society’s annual scientific meeting in 
June 2007), antihypertensives were the second most frequently reported.

The U.S.S. Vandenberg, the largest ship sunk as an artificial reef off the Keys, served as a troop transport in World 
War II. Later it was converted to track missile tests and followed the Mercury and Gemini space liftoffs. 

KEY WEST SUED FOR FAILING TO PAY $1 MILLION FOR 
VANDENBERG 'WRECKS TO REEFS' PROJECT 

 

BAYPORT, Florida — The fish, and the scuba divers, have been enjoying the sunken USS Hoyt S. 
Vandenberg. The city of Key West also has benefited from the economic stimulus of the tourist attraction, 
sunk seven miles off the city nearly a year ago. 

The Norfolk, Va., Colonna's Shipyard, however, has not been reaping any of the benefits, the company 
says in a new lawsuit. Colonna's is suing Key West for more than $1 million it says it's owed for cleaning 
up the 520-foot Vandenberg, a former military transport ship, for scuttling as an artificial reef. 

Key West, the state of Florida and the Keys tourism industry spent nearly 10 years raising money for 
obtaining, cleaning, towing and, finally, sinking the Vandenberg. The final cost was more than $8 million.  
Colonna's got the contract to clean the ship, but a legal dispute over failed payments to the shipyard and 
its subcontractors waged for a year in Norfolk's federal court. 

The Vandenberg, once a James River Reserve Fleet ship, was auctioned off on the steps of the U.S. 
District Courthouse in Norfolk to pay those bills. Colonna's now says the auction did not cover its 
expenses and Key West has reneged on a deal to settle up. 

Colonna's, located on the Elizabeth River in Norfolk, spent about a year scrubbing the Vandenberg clean 
of asbestos, lead paint and other toxic wastes. When it was finished, the shipyard said it was still owed 
$1.6 million.  Colonna's received $677,000 from the auction, with subcontractors splitting the rest. Now, it 
has turned to Key West to pony up the other $1 million.  Meanwhile, since the Vandenberg was sunk in 
May, Key West has been enjoying millions in economic benefits, Colonna's says in the suit. 
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Due to refurbishing the entire pool complex the date for the Underwater Competition has been moved.

RECALL 
MARES COMPUTERS & TUSA REGULATORS 

 

If you’ve got a Nemo Air dive computer, contact your dealer now. Mares issued a recall last summer for 
the slow-leaking O-rings on its Nemo Air computer’s Quick Connector hose, but it turns out the 
replacement O-ring issued wasn’t the solution. On February 1, Mares announced another recall for the 
hose. ―We determined the replacement o-ring was not the best fix so we designed a whole new quick 
disconnect system to replace it,‖ said Mares’ national sales manager Steve Lamphear. ―The computer 
itself works fine, it’s only the Quick connector that can leak through.‖ Mares’ Italian technicians redesigned 
the entire metal fitting at the end of the Quick Connector hose holding the o-ring; the new replacements 
have a groove machined around the middle of the fitting. All Nemo Air computers need this replacement, 
so contact a Mares dealer to get the new Quick Connector hose replacement, free of charge.If you want 
Mares to do the replacement, call Customer Service at 800-874-3326 and give them your computer’s 
serial number for shipping info.  
  

Tusa is recalling its RS-670 regulators distributed and sold between May and September 2009 because 
loosening of the BLC plug on the first stage may cause a high-pressure leak. We contacted Tusa twice for 
more details, but no one returned our calls. If you’ve got an RS-670, check the serial number printed on 
the first stage. Affected units have serial numbers between 22 and 29, 31 and 103, 637 and 676, 708 and 
716, and 737 and 776. Take your regulator back to the dealer, contact Tusa by e-mail at info@tusa.com, 
or call 800-482-2282 to mail it back for a BLC plug replacement, covered under warranty.

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Schweinfurt, Germany - A group of wounded Soldiers from Charlie Company, Warrior Transition Battalion-
Europe, based here took a trip to an indoor swimming pool in Werneck Feb. 7 where they hit the water for 
a scuba diving adventure. "I have a love for scuba diving ... a passion for it, and I started thinking it would 
be a great activity for warriors in transition, but didn't know how to go about it. I then heard about a 
program being done at Walter Reed called 'SUDS', meaning Soldiers Undertaking Disabled Scuba," said 
Staff Sgt. Stephen Gagne, of the WTB-E cadre and organizer of the event.  
 

Gagne spoke with individuals with the stateside SUDS program to see how they went about organizing the 
event, how successful it was, and how he could make it happen here for his Soldiers. "Once I saw that it 
was already established at major hospitals, I knew it was something that we could take off with," he said.  
 

So after months of planning, equipped with a supportive medical community and granted funds, Gagne 
dove right in and made his idea a reality. A reality called Discovery Dive. "We brought everyone into the 
pool and had instructors with two Soldiers at time. To use the words from Larry Hammonds of the SUDS 
program, 'Water is the great equalizer.' There are a lot of things that you can do in the water, that some 
wounded may not be able to do on land. You have more freedom and movement in the water," said 
Gagne.  
 

The 15 Soldiers of C Co, WTB-E who participated all exited the pool already looking forward to their next 
Discovery Dive. "It was empowering," said Staff Sgt. Michael Reed, a member of the cadre, who was once 
a wounded warrior in transition, having been shot in the hips during Operation Iraqi Freedom 06-08. "I 
can't run anymore. Even though I used to hate running, you miss it when it's gone. So this is one more 
thing where I can say, 'hey, I can do this.'" Jake Altman, an injured Soldier from OIF 06-08, who lost his 
right arm to an Improvised Explosive Device, also expressed the joy he found in scuba diving, agreeing 
with Reed that it was an incredibly empowering experience. "It was seriously the greatest thing that I've 
ever done. I now have a new hobby; it's great therapy," Altman said.  
 

According to Gagne, this type of exercise is not only physically beneficial by promoting mobility and 
rehabilitation, but also psychologically therapeutic by allowing wounded men and women to realize the 
strengths and abilities they still possess. "It's something positive to do with our time. And it really brings us 
together with a common thing. It's a rush; it was a lot of fun," Reed said.  
 

Altman agreed that the day's activities brought wounded warriors together. "We could look at each other 
and say, 'Hey what happened to you' and talk about it and say, 'Hey, (stuff) happens," he said laughing, 
and holding up his right arm prosthetic.  
 

All jokes aside, both Soldiers became sincere in expressing their true appreciation for their newfound 
hobby. "It just shows that regardless of my injuries, nothing can stop me from doing what I want do to," 
Altman said.

As a double check, on Table 3, check the 110 foot row under 
Pressure Group G. The table should indicate a Residual Nitrogen Time (upper number in white) of 13 and 
an Actual Bottom Time (lower number in green) of 12. If this box is blank, you have a misprinted table.

GAS PIPELINE PROBE UNCOVERS  

SHIPWRECKS IN BALTIC SEA 
STOCKHOLM (AFP) – A dozen previously unknown 
shipwrecks, some of them believed to be up to 1,000 
years old, were discovered in the Baltic Sea during a 
probe of the sea bed to prepare for the installation of 
a large gas pipeline, the Swedish National Heritage 
Board said Monday. 

"We have manage to identify 12 shipwrecks, and 
nine of them are considered to be fairly old," Peter 
Norman, a senior advisor with the heritage board, 
told AFP.  "We think many of the ships are from the 
17th and 18th centuries and we think some could 
even be from the Middle Ages," he said, stressing 
that "this discovery offers enormous culture-historical 
value.  

The shipwrecks were discovered during a probe by 
the Russian-led Nord Stream consortium of the sea 
bed route its planned gas pipeline from Russia to the 
European Union will take through the Baltic. 

"They used sonar equipment first and discovered 
some unevenness along the sea bottom ... so they 
filmed some of the uneven areas, and we could see 
the wrecks," Norman explained.  The discovery was 
made outside Sweden's territorial waters, but within 
its economic zone, he said.  

None of the wrecks were in the actual path the Nord 
Stream pipeline is set to take, but they were in its so-
called anchor corridor, meaning they are in the area 
where ships laying the pipeline might anchor, 
Norman said.   

"That's one of the reasons this probe was done: to 
avoid damaging wrecks on the sea bed," he said, 
adding that the Swedish National Heritage Board had 
received assurances from Nord Stream that "the 
positioning of the wrecks will be taken into account 
when they lay the pipeline". 

Due to its low temperatures and oxygen levels, the 
Baltic Sea is known as an ideal environment for 
conserving shipwrecks, which can remain virtually 
unblemished for hundreds and even thousands of 
year. 

According to Norman, some 3,000 shipwrecks have 
been discovered and mapped in the Baltic, but 

experts believe more than 100,000 whole and partial wrecks litter the sea bottom. 

"What makes this discovery so unique is that these wrecks have their hulls fully intact," Norman said, 
adding however that there were no plans to raise the wrecks, which lie at a depth of more than 100 metres 
(328 feet).
