GRAY WHALEOFFISRAE L CALLED nMOST
AMAZING SIGHTING IN HI STORY OF WHALE.

The discovery Saturday of a gray whale swimming in the Mediterranean Sea off Israel has been labeled
by Robert Brownell, a prominent cetacean researcher, "the most amazing sighting in the history of
whales."

Alisa Schulman-Janiger, who runs a gray whale census and behavior project in Southern California for the
American Cetacean Society, said the sighting

was "the equivalent "of finding a dinosaur in

your backyard--it was that unbelievable." g

To be sure, scientists are perplexed as to how
the gray whale might have traveled from the
Pacific to the North Atlantic--the most likely

entry point to the Mediterranean--where the
species is believed to have been extinct for

about 300 years.

Among questions being asked is whether--if
other gray whales also have gained or will in
the coming years gain access to the Atlantic--
this could mark the beginning of a re-
population effort by a species not
encountered in the region since the late 17th
or early 18th centuries.

Brownell, who works for the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, believes it could if the
consensus among scientists is accurate that a diminished ice cover in recent years in the Arctic region,
where the eastern North Pacific stock of gray whales feeds during the summer, has provided pathways to
the Atlantic.

"We've had other strange sightings, like narwhals from the U.K. or Japan, but those are still within the
same ocean basin that they're known to occur in,"” Brownell said of Saturday's sighting. "So they're
unusual but not as unusual as something showing where it had once gone extinct."

The 40-foot whale was spotted more than a mile beyond Israel's Herzliya Marina, close to Tel Aviv, and
followed and photographed for two hours by scientists from the Israel Marine Mammal Research &
Assistance Center. They initially assumed it was a sperm whale because, like gray whales, it lacked a
dorsal fin. But the mammal was later positively identified as a gray whale.

While the news has not yet been widely reported, it has generated a buzz of excitement among scientists
and conservation groups.

Erich Hoyt of the Whale and Dolphin Conservation Society blogged on Monday: "Discounting the
possibility of the Panama or Suez canals, | suggest that the Northwest Passage is the most likely entry
route. In August, 2007, it was announced that the Northwest Passage was nearly ice-free for the first time
and these conditions continued into the summer of 2008."

To be sure, gray whales could not have survived in the North Atlantic unnoticed for 300 years, so it's
universally agreed that this particular whale hails from the eastern North Pacific stock--the only viable
population of gray whales, numbering about 19,000 animals.

These whales are renowned travelers; they feed during the summer in the Bering and Chukchi seas, and
migrate each winter more than 5,000 miles to mating and calving grounds off Baja California, Mexico.

To reach the Atlantic by means other than an Arctic route, they'd have to either swim through the Panama
Canal or continue another 8,000 miles to the south and round Cape Horn at the bottom of South America.
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Scientists have discounted both possibilities. That leaves the Arctic route, either an easterly Northwest
Passage journey across the top of North America, or a much longer westerly voyage across the top of
Russia.

Brownell agrees the former journey represents the most likely scenario and adds that gray whales in the
Atlantic might have historically come from the Pacific stock.

Historically there were three distinct
populations of gray whales--the eastern
North Pacific stock; the North Atlantic 3 - = - : , :
stock, and the Korean or western Pacific ' = S e e
stock. e —
The western Pacific stock is critically =- - = ' -
endangered and might number fewer than -~

100 animals. :

The North Atlantic population probably
became extinct in large part because of ——
hunting during the whaling era. Fossil =
records have shown that gray whales =
utilized both sides of the Atlantic. They e
probably shared a common northern ——————
feeding ground and fossils have been =
found as far south as Florida. -

It is not known what the whale was doing in the Mediterranean, when it entered the Atlantic or whether it
was the only gray whale to have strayed into that ocean. But from now on, scientists will be on the look out
for more of the same species.

DAN Wants Divers With PFOs for New Study
Last Updated: 4/27/2010 1:52:49 PM
A new study involving divers with patent foramen ovale (PFO) is under way. A joint venture between
Divers Alert Network® (DAN®) and Dr. Douglas Ebersole, an interventional cardiologist at the Watson
Clinic in Lakeland, Fla., the purpose of the study is to establish who is better off: divers who dive with an
open PFO or divers who have undergone the closure procedure.

DAN is currently enrolling participants in the study, and interested candidates are invited to contact DAN.
Participants must be at least 18 years of age, certified divers with medical clearance to dive, and should
either have received a PFO diagnosis or undergone a transcatheter PFO closure within the last five years.

Quialified participants will complete a diving history questionnaire and provide medical documentation on
their PFO diagnosis or closure procedures. Participants can continue diving on their own schedule, though
they will be required to maintain a dive log and share data with researchers. Each participant will be
enrolled for a minimum period of two years but will be asked to participate for the full five years the study
will run.

PFO is more common than most people know; up to 25 percent of adults have a PFO, though most never
know it. Divers with PFO are considered at an increased risk of DCS, but their risk is still small. Despite
the risk being small, some divers with PFO opt for closure, even though the closure procedure itself
carries some risks. The DAN/Ebersole project is the first-ever prospective study to examine whether or not
divers benefit from PFO closure.

“The question of whether or not to recommend closure of PFO in divers is highly controversial,” said Dr.
Petar Denoble, DAN senior research director. “The fact is that data on the risk/benefit analysis is simply
not available, so we’re going in search of that answer.”

SHARK LIKELY DUMPED IN OHIO RIVER

Olmstead, IL - A commercial fisherman said he found a shark in the Ohio River. The fisherman found the
two-foot bull shark already dead on a boat ramp Thursday morning in Olmsted, Ill. It appeared the shark
washed up after flood waters receded. Bull sharks can survive in fresh water and have been known to
travel up the Mississippi River from the Gulf of Mexico.

"(It's) pretty much the only species that can get that far up river,” said Chris Pierson, director of husbandry
at the Newport Aquarium. But Pierson said it's unlikely that this shark swam all the way to lllinois. "My
guess with this shark, it probably didn't swim up there. It was probably left there," Pierson said.

As for the potential for attacks, Pierson said you shouldn't worry too much about it. "Stories of people
being attacked by bull sharks in rivers are very unusual,” he said. However, "The story that started 'Jaws'
happened in 1916. And it was all based on facts of people being attacked by a shark in a river in New
Jersey. It probably wasn't a great white shark. It was probably a bull shark."

But Friday afternoon, Tony Gerard, a biology professor at Shawnee Community College, said he
physically observed the shark Thursday and said it is a spiny dogfish shark. Gerard told KEVS-TV that it
was more likely that a boat worker caught it in the Gulf of Mexico and dumped it in the Ohio River. He said
the fin was cut off, which is common in the Gulf where people catch them and cut them off to avoid injury.
Gerard told the station that this is not a freshwater-tolerant shark and if it were alive at some point in the
Ohio River, it would be the first time he knows of this type of shark living in the area.
